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Michał Dobrzyński was born in Szczecin (Poland) on 24 November 1980. In 2005 he graduated with distinction from the Music Academy in Bydgoszcz, where he studied composition with Marek Jasiński and Zbigniew Bargielski. Three years later he gained a doctorate from the Fryderyk Chopin University of Music in Warsaw. He has developed his compositional skills at courses and workshops given by such prominent composers as Anders Hillborg, Luca Francesconi, Marco Stroppa, Ivan Fedele, Horaţiu Rădulescu, David Dramm, Fabián Panisello, Hugues Doufort.

In 2007-2010 he participated in the promotional programme for young composers sponsored by the Krzysztof Penderecki European Music Centre. His honours include Second Prize at the I.J. Paderewski International Composers’ Competition in Bydgoszcz (2006), Third Prize at the National Composers’ Competition to mark the 25th anniversary of the start of the pontificate of Pope John Paul II in Wrocław (2003), First Prize at the Student Competition for a Fugue (2003) and an honourable mention at the International Composers’ Competition to mark the 30th anniversary of the Music Academy in Bydgoszcz  (2004). He held grants from the Minister of Culture (2003/2004, 2004/2005, 2012 – artistic scholarship). 

The monographic CD ‘Expression’ with his works (DUX 0752) were recorded by Silesian Philharmonic Choir and Orchestra, Silesian Chamber Orchestra and soloists (incl. Bartłomiej Nizioł). His Florence Trio for violin, cello and piano is included on the CD ‘Young Polish Composers in Homage to Frederic Chopin’ (DUX 0635/0636). It received a nomination for the ‘Fryderyk’ Award of the Polish recording industry in the category of contemporary music (2009). 

Michał Dobrzyński’s works have been performed at numerous concerts and festivals (the ‘War​saw Autumn’ International Festival of Contemporary Music, the Festival of Premiers in Katowice, the ‘Poznań Spring International Festival of Contemporary Music’, the ‘Sopot Classic Festival’, ‘Sacrum non Profanum’ International Festival in Trzesacz, ‘Zamość Music Days International Festivals’, the Prizewinners’ Festival in Bydgoszcz, Festival „Compositori a confronto”, Seminari e concerti di musica contemporanea, Instituto Musicale Pareggiato „Achille Peri” in Reggio Emilia). His works are performed by professional orchestras and ensembles (incl. Aukso Orchestra, Kwadrofonik ensemble, Silesian Philharmonic Choir and Orchestra, Szczecin Philharmonic Orchestra, Kalisz Philharmonic Orchestra, Czestochowa Philharmonic Orchestra, Shola Cantorum Posnaniensis Choir, Baltic Neopolis Orchestra), also have been presented by conductors and soloists (inlc. Bartłomiej Nizioł, Mariusz Patyra, Urszula Kryger, Jerzy Salwarowski, Adam Klocek, Marek Moś, Przemysław Fiugajski, Jadwiga Gałęska-Tritt, Natalia Sawościanik, Magdalena Lisak, Piotr Żukowski, Isabelle Cottet, Yuko Mine). His works have been performed also in Italy, Germany, Sweden, Czech, China.

His works are published by Polskie Wydawnictwo Muzyczne. He is a member of the Young Composers’ Circle of the Polish Composers’ Union. He served as a member of its Board (2008-2010). He is on the faculty of the Department of Composition, Music Theory and Sound Engineering at the Music Academy in Bydgoszcz. He is a director of Studium of Contemporary Music at Academy of Music in Bydgoszcz. He also composed music to film (in cooperation with Andrzej Wajda Master School of Film Directing) and theatre (in collaboration with Paweł Łysak).
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
